Lies
the Devil Tells

The devil is the artful creator of untruths. Being
the father of falschoods, that is his specialty. Not
only does he weave fabrications, but he often per-
suades men to believe they are true. And here is
the danger—it is possible to believe something that
isn’'t so! The devil has an “affidavit face.” With-
out the slightest look of doubt, he will swear an
untruth to be truc. He persuaded our first parents
that they could do the opposite of what God had
demanded without suffering consequences. He de-
clared that disobedence would bring happiness.
“Eat and live,” he cried. Man is still paying for
the disobedience involved.

The ironic twist is that the devil has been telling
the same lies since the beginning. Lvery satanic
lie is centuries old. He must feel that they still
work well enough—and so he doesn’t need greater
varicty.

Perhaps that is wrue because the problems of man
have been fundamentally the same across the cen-
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turies. The character of approach to these prob-
lems has varied with successive generations, but
the problems are basically the same. That is one
reason the Bible remains as fresh as the morning
dew—it relates the attitudes ol men to their prob-
lems.

When men have been perplexed by spiritual.
social, political, or cconomic problems, the devil
has always offered to comfort the conscience with
one of his lies. The tragedy is that history is clut-
tered with the wreckage ol men who listened and
lost. "T'he devil is still voicing chrome-plated lies
to this generation. Here are a few of the lies he
tells:

(1) You might as well play the gaine as hace
the name. Circumstantial evidence will not convict
the mmnocent in God’s court, but the devil tries to
say otherwise. There may be times when vou are
harshly and falsely accused of wrongdoing. Jeal-
ousy or some other evil motive may prompt some-
one to make this surmise. The devil wants vou
to say in vour heart, Il that is what others think,
then I might as well play the game as have the
name. If vou do that, it reveals vour spiritual
weakness. It reveals a lack of spiritual shock ab-
sorbers. You are using a lic of the devil as an ex-
cuse to do the thing you wanted to do all the time.

Refuse to be defeated. Scek more  spirttual
strength and God will help you. Avoid those situ-
ations—those shoals—that would make a shipwreck
ol vour faith.

“Is it true that 1 might as well violate these laws
as to entertain the ideaz”

Much has been written about the Christian and
his thought life, but not enough. Each person must
discipline his thinking processes. Every act was
once a thought. Ivil thoughts give birth to evil
deeds. That is why mental discipline is necessary.

Lvil thoughts may come to good people, but good
people never invite cvil thoughts. They come
without invitation, so make them leave by invita-

tion as you think on other things. One ol the early
writers used to say, “When bad thoughts come,
neither invite them to stay for dinner nor ask them
to return later.” Ask God to help vou master your
thought life. Never let evil thoughts master vou.

(3) Everybody is doing it. ‘The road to ruin is
not lonely, for many there be that find it. That is
because misery and sin always love company. So
every sinner is a missionary lor the devil. whether
he realizes it or not. Not only by his overt trans-
gressions, but by his unconscious influence, he is
leading others toward a dark eternity. The devil
tries to comfort him by saying that “might makes
right,” that “everybody is doing it.”

It isn't sol And it it were, that still wouldn't
make it right. There are men who have not com-
promised with Satan, but whose lives are dictated
by high and holy principles.

Then “to thine own sell be true.” Do not live
aimlessly, even as driftwood—content with high tide
or low ebb. Do not license yoursell to do wrong arid
then find voursell victimized by a lie of the devil.

() Every man has his price. When a man de-
clares that no one is really honest but every man
has his price—beware! By his own admission he
is not honest and he has his price.
what some psychologists have called
soning”—simply  measuring
own yardstick.

Pity the deluded man who hears and believes
this lie ol the devil. THistory is replete with in-
stances ol men who gave their lives rather than
recant their beliefs.

It is true that the devil has bought some men
with only a mess ol pottage; but it is also true that
there are many men he has not been able to buy
at any price—and he knows il.

(5) Sow your wild oats. This lie is a curse that
leads to corruption. The devil invites men to take
a moral holiday, to spurn divine jurisprudence, 1o
drop social inhibitions. to erase restrictions, to he-
come prisoners ol unbridled passion and sow their
wild oats. The devil lies because he implies that

How about our president? e, in years, is a long
way from vouth and could hardly be classed in his
middle life, yet lor sagacity and sldtCsllMHslup our
nation leglslcr('(l the highest vote ol approval that
has ever been given anv man for the highest office
in our nation.

In the United States Senate one ol the most bril-
liant and keenest minds ol that honored body s
a senator from a New England state in his ninetieth
year.

In a recent issue of one ol the largest dailies in
our country the question was submitted to the
public, If you were writing a bill of vights for people
over sixty-five years of age, what privileges wounld
you include? One ol the highest cleries of one of
the largest denominations in our nation answered
like this, “I would include above ceverything clse
the right to live their normal lives and not 10h
them of opportunity for activities for which their
experience fits them.” People over sixty-five must
not fall into the idea that their days of usclulness
are over.

From the commercial world comes a like an-
swer. This individual, a prominent businessman
in one of the largest cities in our Land, savs, 1 was
dose to sixty-six years ol age and had spent lifty-
three years with a telegraph company when I was
dismissed. 1 then became a business executive and
have now spent nineteen years in this my new re-
lation; surely quite a record.”

An old Greck proverb says this, “Never put the
old people on the shell. Because they have the
ability, on account of their maturity, lead, to

guide, to show what life is and should be, they
should be allowed to intermingle with the younger
generations.”

On a variety of subjects one ol the best judges
is found in Ex-president Herbert Hoover, who on
the eve of his cighty-sccond birthday is still active
and elbowing his way through the crammed agenda
ol a twelve-hour work day. He explains his advice
for Tate life like this, “There is no joy to be had
from retivement except by some kind of productive
work. Otherwise vou degenerate into talking to
evervbody about your pains and pills and income
tax. Anv oldster who keeps at even part-time work
has something worth talking about. The point of
all this is not to retire from work or you will shrivel
up into a nuisance to all mankind.”

Honorable Bernard Baruch, one of the brilliant
businessmen of our country with a reputation for
sagacity and good judgment, in the evening of his
life has this to say about maturity, “It scems wrong
to retire and worse to be compelled to retire. An
older person can olten do more in his time than
his younger junior. He has learned to pace himsell,
he knows the short cuts and the pitfalls. He has
acquired judgment and stability. For all this there
is no substitute, not even in vouth.” Thus speaks
this brilliant businessman.

Consider the contributions we have received {from
men in their twilight Benjamin Franklin
was once ol the colonial stalwarts in the morning
days ol our nation; he was seventy-cight years old
when he was sent as our ambassador to France.
The musical world knows that the Polish pianist
Paderewski, when he was seventy-nine years old,
was attracting thousands to listen and witness his
skill at his concerts where he played. Alfred Ten-
nyson, the celebrated pocet, wrote that immortal
pocnm “Crossing the Bar™ when he was eighty-three
vears old. Thomas AL Edison, the brilliant inventor,
was making pioncering studies in synthetic rubber
when he was eighty-three years old.

Surely it would be a mistake to dismiss the oft-
underestimated value of scores of our fellow be-
ings in the sunset days ol their Tives. Remember
that in the late houis of the night some of God’s
astronomical  constellations  show  their
brilliancy.

Did not Jesus ask pretty pointedly in the parable
of the lost sheep in Luke 15—"Do souls mean more
to you than sheep?” I'm convinced that, everv now
and then, His followers today should [ind the time
and place to prove that “things” are still on the
altar.

A while ago a businessman in central California
made a “wild” promise to God. Ie¢ pledged 1o
give everything he made in one month to the Lord
through the regular channels of the church. What
a month it was! He did more business than any
other month of the year, felt better, wept with joy,
saw prayers answered, and laid close to [ifteen
hundred dollars in the offering plate the last Sun-
day of the month.

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Little Talks on the Holy Spirit:

12. Jesus Casts Out Devils by the Holy
Spirit

A man possessed with o devil came to Jesus.
This man was blind and dumb. Jesus healed him,
and immediately he was able to both see and speak.
The Pharisees standing around charged Him with
performing this miracle by the power of Beelzebub,
the prince of the devils. Jesus saw at once what
was in their minds and denied their charge. Then
He declared that He cast out devils “by the Spirit
of God.”

Once again we have the Holy Spirit mentioned
in connection with the work of Jesus. He had
helped the Master to perform a miracle. Someone
has raised the question, “Since this was the case,
was the Holy Ghost responsible for all of Jesus’
miracles?” or, in other words, “Did Jesus perform
all of His miracles by the power of the Holy Ghost?”
This is not a question that is casy to answer. This
much we do know, He doesn’t make that assertion
in connection with all of the miracles which He
performed. He doesn't say in every case that Ile
opened the blind eyes, or unstopped the deaf cars,
or cleansed the leper, or caused the lame man to
leap, or the dead to come forth, by the power of
the IHoly Ghost.

Of course, the triune God is one, and, in a sensc,
when one works, all work. Nevertheless, 1 believe
that Jesus had all power in heaven and in earth,
and that e could, on His own, perform miracles.
More than that, T belicve He did do exactly that,
and that is the reason why He doesn’t say in most
instances that He performed His miracles by the
power of the Holy Ghost. Still. whether that was
true or not, we know that Jesus Christ was a Miracle
Performer. We are sure that e was not only in-
terested in reaching men’s hearts but also He was
concerned about their bodies: He was ready to re-
licve human suffering and misery and often did it,
as well as to save souls from their sins.

Even though this was the case, we must not con-
clude that Jesus” main business was healing the
body: He came primarily to seck and to save the
lost. "That was the chief purpose in all of His
activitics on carth, including His death on the Cross.

Jesus still performs miracles. not only in the
spiritual but also in the material vealm. e is still
interested today in our bodies, and, while that is
not His chief concern, He does care. He is the
“same vesterday, and to day, and for ever.” If He
could heal the sick then, He can heal the sick today.
Sometimes it may be more in accord with His will
for a Christian to suffer bodily ailment, but cer-
tainly we ought to have relief from such sickness of
body more often than we do, if only we would pray
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and believe. Our Christ is a miracle-performing
Christ, and He is ready through His own power, or
the power of the Holy Ghost, to undertake for you
and me.

What We Believe:

5. Original Sin, or Depravity
The Manual of the Church of the Nazarene says:
“We believe that original sin, or depravity, s
that corruption ol the nature ol all the offspring
ol Adam by reason of which every one is very far
gone Irom original righteousness or the pure state
ol our first parents at the time of their creation,
is averse to God, is without spiritual life, and in-

clined o evil, and that continually.  We turther
believe that original sin continues to exist with
the new life of the regenerate, until eradicated by
the baptism with the Iloly Spirit.”

Original sin is inherited from our first parents.
Thev fell, and through them the whole human
family has come to partake of their fallen nature.
This condition is universal—not one human being
has escaped it. Original sin, or depravity, is total
in that every part ol man’s being has been affected
by the Fall, but not in the sense that evervthing
that man does in his natural state is bad. Stating
it in another wav, we are all born with an inclina-
tion toward evil: it is easier to do wrong than it
is to do good.

This sinful nature is not removed at conversion;
it is still with us after we have been saved. How-
ever, it can be eradicated by the baptism with the
Holy Ghost after conversion. We do not have to
die with it in our hearts nor as a part of our na-
tures. There are many passages in both the Old
and New Testaments which set forth the truths
as to original sin.

In Jeremiah we have these words: “The heart
is deceitful above all things, and  desperately
wicked: who can know 1t27 (17:9.)  Then there
are three other passages in the OId Testament to
which I direct vour attention: “The Lord looked
down from heaven upon the children of men, to
sce if there were any that did understand, and seek
God. They are all gone aside, they are all together
become filthy: there is none that doeth good, no,
not one” (Ps. 14:2-3) . “Behold. T was shapen in
iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me”
(Ps. 51:5). “The wicked are estranged from the



womb: they go astray as soon as they be born,
speaking lies” (Ps. 58:3).

In this connection I mention two passages from
the New Testament: “That which cometh out of
the man, that defileth the man. For from within,
out of the hecart ol men, proceed evil thoughts,
adulteries, fornications, murders, thefts, covetous-
ness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye,
blasphemy, pride, foolishness: all these evil things
come from within, and defile the man™  (Mark
7:20-23) . And finally: “Now then it s no more 1
that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. ¥or 1 know
that in me (that is, inmy flesh,) dwelleth no good
thing: . .." (Rom. 7:17-18) . Iere Paul speaks of
the inherited, inbred sin which dwells within.

What if Adam Had Not Sinned?

Some of vou may think that it is foolish even
to discuss such a question. But the writer does not
agree with you. Thinking on this subject will help
us to get a clearer vision ol the glory and bheauty
of righteousness, ol what the world would be like
if it were dominated by righteousness.  Actually,
though, we think and talk 2 great deal about the
fall of Adam. and along with this we have much
to sav about the universality of sin, of the fact that
all men, when they come to the vears of account-
ability, go into sin.

We attribute this universal sinning to a natwal
tendency which man has inherited from Adam.
This 1s a truth we need to know about; stll, we
should never forget that man is a {ree moral agent
—Adam did not have to sin and fall.

At this point, it might help us to 1magine how
much better the outcome would have been if Adam
had not gone into sin. From a physical standpoint,
Adam was grown when he was created: we have no
evidence that he was a child. Nevertheless, he was
an infant in mind and achievement. Just think of
the rapid progress he could have made il sin had
not entered the world. This holy personality, un-
marred by sin, in an environment unscured by
sin, would have moved ahead by leaps and bounds.
It is difficult to conceive of the progress the race
of men would have made it sin had not come into
the world. Sin has slowed up the development of
man and socicty tremendously. Let us notice one
illustration:

More than once in the classrooms of some of our
most famous universities I have heard men ask

professors well versed in the history of philosophy
why Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle, with their un-
usual minds, didn’t bring on the industrial revolu-
tion, which came centuries later and which started
the world on its present era of remarkable progress.
Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle were as great thinkers
as the world ever has had outside ol the stream
ol Christianitv.  Why was it, then, that the era
ol inventions didn’t begin with these men. who
had the greatest minds that human beings, un-
touched by Christianity, have ever possessed?

The answer to this Tack of progress. according
to these professors, is found in the aristoeracy which
permeated Greek philosophy. As good as were the
Greek thinkers—even the best of them—they pro-
duced only an arvistocratic philosophy, a philosophy
that had classes, and the hichest of those was the
philosopher class. To the philosopher, manual
Labor was a disgrace: only the lower class, the ar-
tisans, would stoop to use their hands. Invention
grows out of ideas plus manipulation, manual ac-
tivity, work with the hands. Thus there was a gap
between the ideas of the Greek thinkers and the
artisans, those who Iived in the world of action.
This, these professors said, was perhaps the one
reason why the industrial revolution was delayed
for centuries—the gap between thinking and work-
ing with the hands.

It 1s difficult to believe that the separation of
thinking and doing, the theoretical and the practi-
cal. ideas and work with one's hands, would have
manilested 1tsell in Greek life in the extreme form
in which 1t did il it had not been for the Fall. Sin
had entered the world and had marred man’s out-
look and understanding. Adam, untouched by sin,
and those who succeeded him would not have di-
vided men into fixed classes. Thought and manipu-
Lation would have mingled, and the age of invention
and progress would have been as far developed
some filteen hundred or two thousand vears ago
as it is now. The mind of man, unhampered by
sin, would have moved on and on to conquer new
worlds.

We talk about space ships, as far as interplanctary
travel 1s concerned. I we had begun to contem-
plate this fifteen hundred or two thousand years
ago, imagine, il vou please, where we would be
now. We would have arrived at the atomic age
before this age, and its mighty power would be
wholly constructive.

Certainly it would do us no harm to think oc-
casionally along this line. that is, the possibility
that Adam had of not sinning, and, along with that,
the potentialities for development which would
have been man’s under those conditions. This
would give us some idea of what God had in mind
for man when He created him. It would also let
us know better the value and possibilities of the
good life and make us more anxious to get others
to follow it.

Sid slapped his wrists and
got it started in. but too
far gone. He died before we got there.
T'he doctor was prety certain it was
cerebral malaria. It was a heartbres
ing cuse. His had died a few
vears before. and his father had just
recently gone down to the coast to work.

Death from malaria. and the high.

high intant mortality vate. plus all the
discases  caused  from  living in filth,
make it scem impossible  that there
can be any people left heve at all. but
needless to sav there are—thousands of
them.

We have had our own narrow  es-
cpe from disaster, and we thank God

for His protective care. About three

weeks ago while coming out from Minj
with supplies and mail. 1 hit a bad
spot of road and the jeep overturned.
Geron cut a gash in his arm which had

all. 1 was sore for a while and the jeep
has a tew dents bhut no greater dan
age. We were so grateful that it wasn’t
worse. That was one ol the few spots
where it could have happened without

stitches, and was

the jeep rolling down  the mountain.
I'm sure somcone has been praying for
our safety. These roads aren’t exactly
the best, and in the wet scason become
quite dangerous.

Now we are quite recovered from it
and coming along fine. Geron’s arm is
healed and sporting a scar, which he
views with great pride.

Clergy Airline Rates

Bonanza Air Lines. a small “feeder”
carricr serving citics in New  Mexico.
Arizona, Nevada, and California. is the
first commercial airline to reduce rates
for clergyvmen.

The Civil Acronautics Board recently
approved the company’s  petition  to
provide tickets on a “space available”
basis for 50 per cent of the onc-way
fare. The rates werve cffective Febru-
ary 1.

Major airlines, undecided as to how
to determine when space is available,
short of requiring clergymen to  wait
at the airport, have not vet proposed
reduced ticket-rates.

Meceanwhile, ministers of all denom-
inations are waiting to sce if the air-
lines  really  consider  themselves  a
permanent part of the transportation
structure of the future or whether they
want to consider themselves as special-
ized carriers. Both  the railvoad and
major bus lines have long recognized
their responsibility to the nation by
assisting ministers in their nonprofit
travel by reduced clergy rates. Which
of the major airlines will break the
“profit at anv cost” barrier first and
follow the example of the Bonanza
company?

Bar Parochial Riders

Parochial school pupils may not ride
in public school buses. the Pennsylvania
State Supreme Court has ruled. The
decision affirmed a county court de-
cision that taxpavers’ money had been
“improperly  spent”  when non-public-
school pupils were permitted to ride
the buses.—The New Christian Advo-
cate.

My father was patriotic! During the
last world war, when the radio com-
mentators reported loss of life and of
ground by our troops, T have scen him
break down and weep. He planned
attacks like a general, and more times
than not the generals of the United
States troops planned in the same way.

During World Wuar I, although the
father of six children, my father wanted
to join the army, so he could lead the
soldiers 1o God and save some lives if
he could. ‘The government thought it
would be better if he staved where he
was, so although his heart burned with-
in him, he remained at his civilian
post of duty.

My father loved his country. He
traveled from one part of the United
States to the other. Fyven though he
traveled widely in other countries, the
United States alwayvs was home. No-
where could he be satisfied except in
his own country. He never complained
of taxes, for he alwavs explained that
the benefits far exceeded the costs.

It is said that one cannot own any-
thing unless he knows all about it, My
father not only traveled all over the
United States, but he knew its history.
He knew where the battlegrounds were
located: he knew the names of the
famous generals of all vears; he knew
the birthplaces of the writers, proesi-
dents, and leaders of the whole coun-
try. He had visited the caves in all
sections of the country; he knew the
capitals of all states: he could tell vou
what cities were largest and why they
were famous. Yes, the United States
belonged to my father.

My father was a student of the Word.
He read and memorized the Bible con-
tinually. He was alwavs reading some
book and cvery dav he endeavored to
finish one. He studied because he had
hunger for knowledge.

My father was a preacher of the
Word. e preached by mouth and by

pen. He wrote and preached as he
beliecved and because of this he was
sincere in all he did and said.

Luke tells us that
after His parents found Jesus talking
with the wise men at Jerusalem at the
age of twelve (2:41-50), “he went down
with them, and came to Nazarcth, and
was subject unto them: but his mother
kept all these sayings in her hecart” (v.
51y . After this, we hear no more of
Jesus until His baptism and the begin-
ning of His public ministry, which is

usually thought of as being at the age
of thirty. From then on, IHe lived
among and for the people, without any
regular place which He could call His
home.
