As we read the record of the tribulation as found
in the Book of Revelation, beginning with chapter
sIx through nineteen, we are” impressed with the
fact th at the Chur%h Is nowhere mentioned as berng
on earth during that time.

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Repent or Accept

There is much emphasis. upon acceptance in
Bresent-day evan?ellsm. This ‘tendency seems to
e more apparent_the larger the crusade for evan-
elism becomes. People dre called on to “accept”
hrist after the gospel message has been presented.
The major part,_if not all, of the emphasis is on
that one fact, “Come forward and accept Christ.”
The preacher who follows this procedure ma% be
unconscious of it; his motive may be the very best,
But the question arises, Is it in harmony with the
New Testament method of presenting the gospel
message?

There is no doubt that the New Testament em-
phasizes acce?tance belief, faith, but it also gives
a very important place to repentance. Because of

this, acceptance should not be set over against re-
pentance. It should not ever be “Repent or ac-

cept” or “Accept or repent.” These two gospel
truths are not in any sense opRosed to each other.
Mr subject, perhaps, should have been stated as
follows:” Repent and accept. Repentance comes
first, and then—and not until then—the person is
ready foracceptance.

. Besides, repentance carrigs with it the thought of
sin, the transgression of God’s law, the need for
(fqodly sorrow Decause of this, the fact of judgment
hat will come if the person does not repent.” The
whole atmosphere of gospel preaching which
gathers about repentance 1s much more serious and
significant than that of acceptance. People must
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turn their backs on sin, be filled with sorrow be-
cause of their sin, connect their sin with the cross
of Jesus, and_think of themselves as part|0|patln%
in Jesus’ crucifixion thrunh their sins. They mus
get a picture of the terribfeness of sin and sinning
n;] thel%j/ would really and truly accept Christ as they
should.
_ If people_find their way to Christ without realiz-
ing the Seriousness of sin, or the transgression of
God’s law, they will not likely feel that sinning is
to be avoided after they acceﬁt Christ. Mere ac-
ce%tance oversimplifies ‘the whole gospel message.
ead about the Preachmg of John the Baptist
and of Jesus; read the Gospels and the Acts.  Go
back to the ver% first days of Christianity, and
You’ll find that there is no more outstandinig note
han that of_repentance_. It’s ,re_?ent or perish—
repent or perish! This is explicitly or implicitly
evident all through the New Testament. We must
be so filled with™ sorrow because of our sins that
we will turn our backs on sinning if we would
truly accept Christ and believe on Him as our
Saviour. _

Thus we would emphasize, not repent or accept,
but repent and accept. God’s blessing is upon each
of these words and upon all who would preach the
gospel of Jesus Christ—hat is, the fact that there
must be repentance, that it comes first, and that
there cannot be acceptance in any true sense with-
out repentance.



"Come, See a Man, Which Told Me AIll Things That Ever | Did"

Talk about headlines—this is one of the most
striking that | ever read! It is classified thus, not
only because of the actual revelation which came
to the one who uttered these words, b
cause of what resulted from that revefation. “Come,
see a man, which told me all things that ever | dig”
(John 4:29). T

Here’s the stor%/_ back of this headline: Jesus was
on a journey which took Him through Samaria.
After much fraveling He sat down on a well to rest.

A woman of that countr?{ came to_ draw_water,
Jesus opened the conversation by saying, “Give me
to drink.” The woman was_surprised that Jesus
would ask a favor of her, a Samaritan, being ver

much aware of the fact that the Jews had “no deal-

ings with the Samaritans,” Jesus, of course, knew
about this antipathy which the Jews had for the
Samaritans—a mixed-blooded people. But of course
He jgnored it. He saw at once the woman’s great
spiritual need and said: “If thou knewest the gift of

od, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to
drink: thou wouldest have asked of him, and he
would have given thee living water.” In His desire
to heIR_ the woman, He forgot about His weariness
and thirst, _

Although this Samaritan woman was, no doubt,
hun%ry for God, she didn’t at first get the meanmq
of the” Master’s message. She had no idea of wha
Jesus meant b}/ the “living water.” She thouqht He
referred only to the water that was in the well, and
she answeréd His questlon thus: “Sir, thou hast
nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: from
whencé then hast thou that living water? Art thou
greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the
well, and drank thereof himself, and his children,
and his cattle?” _

In other words, she was saying, “Who are You
to imply that You can do what odr great forefather
Jacob could not do?” But Jesus did not permit the
woman to sidetrack Him. He continued the con-
versation with these words; “Whosoever drinketh of
this water shall thirst again; but whosoever drink-
eth of the water that 1 shall give him shall never

but also be-

thirst; but the water that | shall give him shall be
I'nf him a well of water springing up into everlasting
ife.

From this the woman thought she had found
that which was miraculous. How wonderful it
would be to get somethlng that would slake her
thirst and supply her need for water to such an
extent that she'd never have to come back to that
well again! “The woman saith unto him, Sir, give
{nedthls water, that | thirst not, neither come hither
0 draw.

At this Jesus changed the line of discourse which
He had followed thus far, and said to the woman,
“Go, call thy hushand, and come hither.” He was
prodding now; Fie was trym? to get into the heart
of that woman and help her {o see who she was and
what she was—how far she was from the rlght. The
woman’s answer was: “l have no husband.” Jesus
agreed with her, “Thou hast well said, | have no
husband: for thou hast had five hushands; and he
whom thou now hast is not thy hushand: in that
saidst thou truly.”

Now the light began to break, and the woman
answered, “Sir; | perceive that thou art a prophet.”
She knew that He had information about her that
no ordinary man could possess; therefore He must
be more than an ordinary man. In that case she
had a special question that she wanted answered:
“Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; and }/\e
say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men oug t
to” worship.” In other words, “What about t
Prophet?”

Jesus answered: “Woman, believe me, the hour
cometh, when ye shall neither in_this mountain, nor
yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. Ye worship
ye know not what: we know what we worship: for
salvation is of the Jews. But the hour cometh, and
now is, when the true worshippers shall worship
the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father
seeketh such to worship him. God is a Spirit: and
they that worship him" must worship him in spirit
and in truth.” Again the woman got light and
moved ahead. These words from her lips Indicate
